E
very day I am amazed by the musicians who live and work in our province, and not just 
because of their incredible creative talent. Consider the sheer breadth of knowledge and 
skill that it takes to be a working musician. It's not enough to just sing and play well, or to 
write amazing songs. Artists need to navigate not only the vagaries of the music business, 

but also the worlds of radio, new media, ® lm and television. They need to create marketing tools 
for a vast array of audiences and distribution channels. They need to coordinate the production 
of recordings and fan merchandise. They need to book tours, advance their shows, administer 
contracts and play compellingly while dealing with the exhausting pace of life on the road. They 
have to oversee music publishing and licensing opportunities and manage the complexities of 
digital rights management.

They have to monitor revenue streams, building an income from micro-payments ¯ owing from 
a diverse array of sources. They have to become adept at acquiring funding and raising money 
in a world where credit is almost impossible to come by. And they have to be pro® cient at basic 
business skills, manage a home of® ce, banking, insurance, bookkeeping, databases, inventory, 
communications, and a host of other minutia related to being a self-employed entrepreneur. In 
addition to independent artists, the people who work as managers, label representatives, booking 
agents, recording engineers, producers, promoters and presenters work just as hard. It is not a 
business for the faint of heart, and I am constantly in awe of the dedication and commitment of 
Manitoba's music industry professionals.

As many of you know, we are in the last year of a seven-year initiative called the Manitoba Music & Motion Pictures (M3P) Development Project, funded by the 
Government of Manitoba and the Government of Canada and administered by Western Economic Diversi® cation. Combining professional development, business 
development, marketing, market access and Aboriginal music initiatives, the project has had a huge effect and it has led to tremendous growth in the Manitoba music 
industry. Funding from all federal sources has increased signi® cantly, the number of new releases has increased, national distribution of Manitoba music has increased, 
the number of national an international showcases and awards has increased, and the number of new business relationships has grown considerably. Manitoba 
companies are attracting and signing artists with international stature and are doing business in every major marketplace across multiple continents.  

This year we will be carefully considering next steps. How do we continue this development of one of Manitoba's most exciting cultural industries? How do we continue 
to build a foundation while providing support to those who are ready to ¯ y further a-® eld and make an even stronger impact on the global music market? As we prepare 
to renew our partnership with government through another multi-year agreement, we will be looking to our membership for answers to these questions.  We will be 
seeking input into our proposals for new program initiatives, and we will be seeking data to paint the clearest picture possible of our successes to date, and of our 
potential for even greater success in the future.

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INDUSTRY PROFILE
The Manitoba Music Industry
As a region, Manitoba is home to an exceptionally vibrant music industry. In 2005 we estimated that 139 Manitoba artists released albums, and 2006 was yet another 
fantastic year. The year saw an increase over last year in new music releases, awards, and nominations as well as record numbers of national and international 
showcase events. Winnipeg played host to the 2006 Western Canadian Music Awards, which brought even greater attention to the Manitoba music industry's creativity, 
diversity, and strength.

Manitoba Music Industry Highlights for 2006

New Music Releases
205 Manitoba artists released albums in 2006.
23 of these albums have national distribution.
7 of these albums have international distribution.
Manitoba-based labels released over 55 albums, including over 35 by local talent.

Awards & Nominations
Artists and industry professionals received 39 awards in 2006.
Artists and industry professionals received 131 award nominations in 2006.

Showcases
100 Manitoba acts performed 150 showcases at 34 major national and international music industry conferences in 2006.
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INDUSTRY CHALLENGES
Music industry workers in Manitoba continue to face the same challenges as cultural workers in so many other disciplines:

· The need to develop business skills which are essential to prepare companies for growth and development and to position them for national and international 
marketing. The Manitoba music industry is comprised largely of small companies and individual entrepreneurs who are driven heavily by the creative process 
of music making. In many cases companies have been built from the ground up by a single entrepreneur with ªsweat equityº and strong creative focus, but with 
less depth in the area of business development skills. In order to make it to the next level of development in a globally competitive marketplace and to support 
sustainable responsible growth, music industry entrepreneurs and artists must be able to effectively plan the future of their own companies and careers, be 
competitive in a national and international milieu, ® nance their operations in increasingly innovative ways and be able to operate on an international stage, and 
ensure the development of systems to effectively move their enterprises forward. 

· The increasingly globalized nature of the music industry demands a high level of market development, marketing capability and the access to marketing capital 
to effectively compete in an international market place. No sound recording company in Canada can sustain a pro® table operation capitalizing on the Canadian 
market alone. Manitoba companies are often hampered by their abilities to establish themselves in international markets given the high costs of market research, 
travel and the development of necessary promotional materials.

· A lack of capitalization of small companies continues to be an issue. It is essential for music industry professionals to acquire the skills necessary to develop 
innovative ® nancing strategies. In addition, there is an ongoing need for music industry professionals and artists to be more competitive in seeking out support 
from private sector funds and public agencies. 

· As a prairie location, the lack of access to the major production sectors and lack of access to decision-makers in Toronto, Vancouver, Montreal and other major 
centres remains an issue. The vibrancy of the sound sector in Manitoba is notable given our geographical location. In regional terms, music industry professionals 
have to work exceptionally hard and invest substantially more time and money to build relationships and create trade links with other professionals in the more 
ªtraditionalº Canadian markets.

·  The need to develop programs to support under-represented groups in Manitoba's music industry has become critical. In the next several years, one out of every 
four new entrants to the workforce will be Aboriginal and the human resource development plans for the music industry need to be inclusive of this population. 
Much of the groundwork is already being laid, with Manitoba being home to NCI and two of the largest record labels in the country dealing primarily in Aboriginal 
music. However, more support and outreach is needed. In addition, Manitoba is home to the largest French speaking community in Western Canada and its cultural 
workers contribute signi® cantly to the music industry in the province. Accessing other Francophone markets outside of Manitoba continues to be a challenge for 
these cultural entrepreneurs.

· The need to target youth through post-secondary education and other career development initiatives is an ongoing challenge.  The music industry relies upon the 
development of new technologies and cutting edge creative products. Bringing young people into these industries is a way of enlivening the industries themselves, 
and at the same time making Manitoba an attractive place for young people to live and work.

As well, many of our industry professionals and companies wear multiple hats within the industry, with 
companies acting as labels, manufacturers, studios, and booking agencies all in one. This speaks to the multi-
disciplinary wealth and vibrancy of the Manitoba music industry. In the analysis above, members are listed by 
their primary indicated industry type and primary genre only.
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INFORMATION
Resource Centre
The Manitoba Music Industry Resource Centre houses a wide range and great depth of information for use by all members. Included in the Resource Centre Library are 
nearly 200 books and directories dealing with all aspects of the music industry, subscriptions to a dozen music industry trade publications, and an ever-growing archive 
of over 700 CDs released by Manitoba artists, labels, or studios.

Bay of Funding
The Resource Centre Bay of Funding provides easy access to application forms and guidelines for programs with Manitoba Film & Sound, FACTOR, Canada Council for the 
Arts, the Market Access Program, and other support agencies. This resource continues to be well used by members, and supports the vast number of funding-related 
consultations that MARIA staff conduct with members.

Partners Corner
The Resource Centre Partners Corner provides members with information about almost 20 provincial and national music organizations. A wealth of material from the 
likes of SOCAN, the Songwriters Association of Canada, the Canadian Independent Record Producers Association, the Music Managers Forum, Folk Alliance Canada and 
numerous others are available. 

MARIA Display
The MARIA Display features current music industry topics and helps take MARIA's message into the community. In the Resource Centre, the display provides members 
with news and recent developments to promote discussion and point MARIA members to where they can gain more information on issues affecting the music sector. The 
display is also central in informing the community about the Manitoba music industry during outreach activities and community events.

Manitobamusic.com
Since launching manitobamusic.com v.2 in April 2006, the site has seen over 347,000 visits. Over 36,000 of these visits are from unique visitors, indicating that the site 
is not only maintaining solid traf® c but has become a focal point for repeat users coming back to access many of the exciting new and enhanced features. The site gets 
an average of approximately 27,000 visits per month, 3600 of which are from unique visitors. The most popular day to visit the site is Thursday, when the bulk of major 
content updates happen, and noon is the most popular time of day. 

Over the past year, we have continued to build and strengthen the site, adding new features like The Loudspeaker, the popular free mp3 Manitoba music download of 
the week, and the newly launched podcast. We are continually working with our members to meet their changing web-based needs, and our web developers in order to 
create a current and cutting-edge site. 

The response to the site has been tremendous. Not only are our members using it to market and publicize themselves, but the general public is using 
manitobamusic.com as a hub for concert listings, great music, news, and information about our local scene.

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EDUCATION
Resource Centre
Since opening its doors in March of 2002, the Manitoba Music Industry Resource Centre has become a busy hub of career development activity for thousands of 
Manitobans working in the music industry. In 2006-07, there were over a thousand visits to the Resource Centre, with members engaging in self-directed learning using 
the Centre's vast storehouse of information and resources. Many of these visits involve one-on-one consultations with MARIA's Training Coordinator for discussions 
involving funding, tour planning, marketing, production planning and a variety of other topics. 

careersinmusic.ca
The Careers in Music Touring Course, developed and administered by MARIA, offers people the opportunity to learn online at their own pace and develop the knowledge 
to effectively plan and execute a tour. Three learning modules cover the areas of booking, advancing and performing shows, and examine topics such as successful 
marketing practices, managing the ® nancial aspects of touring, and managing tour personnel and relationships. 

This year, MARIA will revisit and revise the content of the course to keep all information as current and relevant as possible. We are poised to launch a renewed publicity 
campaign for the course and are seeking opportunities for the course to be utilized in university, college and continuing education settings. We are also working toward 
the production of a music law course.

Human Resource Development
As the service sector in Manitoba's music industry continues to grow, the development of business skills has been a cornerstone of the industry's human resource 
development plan. Recently, MARIA undertook a study of the human resource needs of its label sector and studio sector to help us determine where there are signi® cant 
skills gaps and to assist us in understanding how those gaps are best ® lled. MARIA has also joined a national advisory committee of the Cultural Human Resources 
Council to identify training needs in the music industry.  As a result of this committee's work, MARIA has been identi® ed as a potential site for a Centre of Excellence 
music industry training in our region.  In the coming year, we expect to see new developments in this area and perhaps a signi® cant expansion of support for our 
training activities.

Professional Development Events
Over the past six years, the Manitoba Audio Recording Industry Association (MARIA) has teamed up with music industry experts from across the country to provide 
informative and timely professional development seminars for the local music industry. The MARIA professional development workshop series, MusicWorks, strives to 
be the leading source of information and training for musicians and music industry personnel in Manitoba, and a model for music industry training nation-wide. In the 
2006±07 season, MARIA met and exceeded its consistently high standard for excellence and diversity in professional development programming. 

The 2006-07 workshop series covered a number of signi® cant and newly emergent topic areas, including generating revenue through ® lm and television song 
placement, understanding the importance of online music marketing and e-commerce, the role of music publishing in both creative development and revenue 
generation, and the role of the artist manager in a post major label record deal reality. The series contained three different types of workshops, designed to meet three 
different types of professional development needs. These were: a) high-pro® le industry panel presentations focusing on large-scale industry trends and practices; b) 
focused, hands-on training offering speci® c skills and information; and c) creative and performance development for artists.

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ADVOCACY & REPRESENTATION
Foundation Assisting Canadian Talent on Recordings (FACTOR)
Each year MARIA conducts an analysis of FACTOR's contributions to the 
Manitoba music industry.  The 2005±06 report includes ® gures on the number of 
applications submitted and approved, and the amount of funding requested and 
granted, for both Manitoba and Canada as a whole. This year's report also includes 
a year-to-year variance report.

Brie  ̄y, our analysis shows that overall, FACTOR funding to Manitoba was up by 
%140,050.52 over last year, which mirrors the increase in funds requested by 
Manitoba. We represent 5+ of the total applications submitted to FACTOR and 
have a success rate of 6.5+ of total applications approved. Manitoba also had a 
higher rate of successful applications than Canada in general and stands at 50+ 
versus 38.47+. (Other funding bodies included in this year's analysis include 
Winnipeg Arts Council, Manitoba Arts Council, VideoFact & PromoFact, MusicAction, 
and the Canada Council for the Arts.)

As chair of FACTOR's National Advisory Board and as a non-voting member of 
FACTOR's Board of Directors, MARIA's Executive Director continues to advocate 
for increased funds to FACTOR from the Department of Canadian Heritage and 
Canada's Private Radio Broadcasters.  Advocacy also occurs internally with a 
focus on increasing support to artists, industry and associations in the regions of 
Canada outside of Toronto and Montreal (where the majority of Canada's music 
industry is located).

Manitoba Film & Sound
MARIA continues to work closely with Manitoba Film & Sound to ensure that its 
programs remain responsive to the needs of the Manitoba music industry.  This 
year MARIA took part in two focus groups related to MFS's program renewal.  
MARIA's Executive Director also took part in a day-long MFS strategic planning 
session.  

Canadian Radio-Television and Telecommunications Commission (CRTC)
In May of 2006, MARIA's Executive Diretcor appeared before the CRTC in relation to 
the Commercial Radio Policy Review.  In March, MARIA submitted an intervention 
on behalf of a national network of nine provincial music industry associations.  
The document called for an increase in the amount of Canadian music heard on 
the radio, an increase in the amount of radio airtime devoted to new and emerging 
artists, and an increase in the number of different Canadian artists played overall.  
We supported in principle the idea that a signi® cant percentage of Canadian 
Content should be devoted to tracks whose masters are owned by Canadian 
artists and labels.  We asked for an increase in the ® nancial contributions that 
broadcasters make to Canadian talent development.  We also included a strong 
statement in support of FACTOR as a recipient and distributor of Canadian Talent 
Development (CTD) funds.  Most signi® cantly, we requested that CTD funding be 
directed towards the group of nine provincial music industry associations who 
provide grassroots development services to Canada's emerging artists.

Several other interventions were submitted to the CRTC, most notably in 
support of applicants whose initiatives would foreground the work of Manitoba's 
independent artists.  While most of MARIA's advocacy in the past has been ªsoft 
advocacyº (i.e. that which opens communication channels between stakeholders), 
our interventions with the CRTC have put us on a more assertive path in our 
advocacy efforts and we believe that this will pay dividends in the future.

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INDUSTRY DEVELOPMENT
Songwriting Room
The Manitoba Songwriting Room provides a spacious, comfortable environment with all the things that a songwriter needs to compose and create in a quiet, private 
space away from distractions and interruptions. Featuring books and magazines on song and lyric writing, useful songwriting software, and online resources, the 
Songwriting Room offers many tools to help artists hone their craft. The facility provides equipment to aid the creative process, such as the high-end Yamaha midi 
keyboard, and modest recording equipment capable of capturing songs-in-progress. The Songwriting Room provides a place to fully concentrate on music, whether 
working on a song individually or co-writing with others.

Business Development Support Program
The purpose of the Business Development Support Program is to assist established Manitoba companies operating in the sound recording sector with the creation 
of three-year business plans. The business plans resulting from this program will help companies solidify their growth objectives, market themselves effectively, and 
secure appropriate ® nancing. The program may also assist companies in accessing Manitoba Film & Sound's Portfolio Investment Envelope (PIE) Program.

Career Fairs and Outreach
MARIA participated in the Winnipeg Rotary Career Symposium with a booth in the trade show and representation on a music industry panel. Our goal was to increase 
the pro® le of the organization among Manitoba youth and to provide information and answer questions about working in the Manitoba music industry. Over the two day 
event, MARIA staff spoke with over 500 attendees, and were met with enthusiasm and interest by many in attendance. In the future, we plan on taking a leading role in 
encouraging more arts industry sector organizations and training bodies to participate in a joint effort at such events. This would provide a more complete picture of 
the cultural industries, and would increase the pro® le and effectiveness of the MARIA presence. 

In the past year, MARIA also participated in community outreach events. MARIA helped sponsor the events by donating Manitoba Music promotional materials to their 
fundraising activities, and had staff onsite to raise awareness of the Manitoba music industry and community. The JUST Community Market Earth Day Fundraiser took 
place April 22nd at the Pyramid Cafe, on International Earth Day, and aimed to raise awareness of agricultural and environmental policy issues through a music and art 
showcase event. The River Heights Battle of the Bands featured 15 young bands playing all afternoon and evening on May 12th at the River Heights Community Centre. 
We felt a strong connection with the spirit and intention of these events and plan to include more music-related events in our future outreach activities.

Market Development
MARIA undertakes market development initiatives in many markets, using many different means.  One of the ways MARIA assists its members with market development 
is through the Market Access Program.  This program funds eligible applicants to attend events and enhance their presence across the globe. In 2006-07, 287 individuals 
were assisted in attending over 54 separate events. In addition to direct funding for music industry professionals, MARIA also engages in complementary on-site and 
promotional activities at key festivals in support of showcasing acts and Manitoba talent.  In 2006-07, this included activities at North by Northeast (NXNE) in Toronto, 
Ontario Council of folk Festivals (OCFF) in Ottawa, North American Folk Alliance (NAFA) in  Memphis, and South by Southwest (SXSW) in Austin.  

Market Access Program
The purpose of the Market Access Program is to support Manitoba artists and music industry professionals in professional development as well as attending and 
enhancing their presence at professionally organized music industry conferences, showcases, and other events approved by the review panel.

2006-07 was the second year of the Corporate Annual Business Travel (CABT) program ± a branch of the existing Market Access Program. The CABT program enables 
some of Manitoba's more established companies to apply for a number of events and professional development opportunities once per year, reducing the administrative 
load for both the companies themselves and for the program staff.

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Showcases
To supplement the direct funding granted to artists showcasing at music industry events, MARIA also engages in high-pro® le on-site marketing activities to provide 
Manitoba artists and music industry professionals with networking and showcasing opportunities. Support varies for each event, depending on the needs of the 
Manitobans attending, the level of development of Manitoba music in each market and the type of event. A summary of these activities in 2006-07 follows:

North by Northeast ± Toronto, ON: June 2006
Once again MARIA hosted its annual NXNE BBQ at the Drake Hotel. Industry professionals from across Canada were invited via exclusive invitation. Three hundred people 
turned up for the great afternoon schmooze, Manitoba style. Eleven local acts and four companies attended NXNE with the support of the Market Access Program.

Ontario Council of Folk Festivals ± Ottawa, ON: October 2006
Manitoba had a strong presence at OCFF. Elements of our initiative included a showcase with nine Manitoba artists, a booth in the exhibit hall, and advertising and 
promotional items in the program guide, delegate bags, and throughout the venue. These elements provided Manitoba with a huge presence that resulted in an 
extremely well-attended showcase in a very competitive showcase environment.  Participating artists have already seen results and some important connections were 
made for everyone in the Manitoba delegation.  

Western Canadian Music Awards ± Winnipeg, MB: October 2007
Manitobamusic.com teamed up with XM Satellite Radio to present a showcase at the Pyramid. It was an outstanding line-up with Manitobans TELE, Alverstone, and the 
Waking Eyes, who drew what appeared to be an over-capacity and very energetic crowd.

Music Supervisors Showcase ± Los Angeles, CA: December 2006
In partnership with Manitoba Film & Sound, MARIA arranged its ® rst dedicated showcase and luncheon which was attended by more than 60 Los Angeles-based Music 
Supervisors, who are responsible for placing music in feature ® lms and television shows. They included representatives from some of the largest entertainment 
conglomerates and independent contractors in Hollywood, including NBC/Universal TV, Lionsgate / Sobini Films, CBS, Disney/ABC, Bug Music, Warner, and Yahoo! Music.

The band Nathan was selected for the showcase, largely because of interest expressed in the band by Alicen Schneider, Vice-president of Music Supervision for NBC/
Universal Television.  Alicen invited Nathan to showcase privately at NBC/Universal studios on December 12th, as she successfully pitched them for placement in the NBC 
network hit ªHeroesº.

North American Folk Alliance ± Memphis, TN: February 2007
Five Manitoba artists showcased in Memphis at the North American Folk Alliance Conference - Madrigaia, Twlilight Hotel, the Dust Poets, Nathan Rogers, and the Doug 
and Jess Band. They showcased in a variety of environments for buyers, agents, managers, and labels from across the continent. The Manitoba presence was enhanced 
by a booth in the exhibit hall and promotion throughout the conference. 

South by Southwest ± Austin, TX: March 2007
2007 was a record year for Manitoba music at the annual SXSW festival, North America's biggest music festival and conference, which is held in Austin, Texas. Ten 
hometown acts hit Texas stages and showcased in front of some of the music industry's most in  ̄uential players. Local indie label Transistor 66 had its presence in high 
gear with rockers American Flamewhip and Hot Live Guys, and bluesman Scott Nolan showcasing. Other local acts with coveted of® cial showcases include indie folk/pop 
quartet Nathan, Cara Luft, pop out® t Paper Moon, rock buzz band Inward Eye, hip-hop act Grand Analog, and mod-rockers Novillero as well as unof® cial showcaser, Romi 
Mayes. For the 10th year, MARIA and Manitoba Film & Sound teamed up with SXSW's Canadian sister conference North by Northeast to host the best industry shingdig of 
the conference - a BBQ at the Caswell House, which featured performances by Nathan, Paper Moon, plus Serena Ryder, and Small Sins.

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ABORIGINAL MUSIC DEVELOPMENT

MARIA's Aboriginal Music Program is designed to help Aboriginal people 
develop sustainable careers in Manitoba's music industry.  The program 
has been in existence since April 1, 2004.  

The program works within the existing structure of MARIA and uses the 
organization's established networks, resources and services as a foundation with 
which to provide additional support and pro® le to further develop Aboriginal 
music industry workers in Manitoba.

The Aboriginal Music Program 
employs one Aboriginal Music 
Program Coordinator, Alan 
Greyeyes.  With the ability to 
navigate funding agencies and 
strong ties to the Aboriginal 
community, Greyeyes is able 
provide consultations, manage 
projects, and liaise between the 
music industry and Aboriginal 
community.

The Aboriginal Music Program receives input and guidance from an all-Aboriginal 
steering committee, which includes Kimberley Dawn, Vince Fontaine, Jesse Green, 
Michael Esquash Sr., Errol Ranville, Dave McLeod, and Atik Mason.  The committee 
meets at least once a quarter.

The Main Objectives of the Aboriginal Music Program are:
· to describe the current Aboriginal music scene;
· to liaise between industry and the Aboriginal community;
· to promote the music industry among Aboriginal artists;
· to increase Aboriginal participation in professional development 

events;
· to create targeted professional development events for 

Aboriginal artists;
· to engage in market development for Aboriginal music.

AMP ± Description of the Current Scene
The Aboriginal Music Program Coordinator continues to collect information about 
Aboriginal people and organizations who are participating in Manitoba's music 
industry.  The following individuals and organizations have been identi® ed to date: 

· 106 Aboriginal recording artists (70 in 2006);
· 3 Record Labels with 1 emerging (2 in 2006);
· 3 Booking Agencies;
· 33 Aboriginal Radio Stations (Canada-wide);
· 6 Media Outlets;
· 62 First Nations; and,
· 8 Service Providers.

The Aboriginal Music Program Coordinator has also started keeping a database of 
Aboriginal recording artists outside of the province.  This database will be used 
to promote AMP Camp along with any other opportunities for Aboriginal people 
to conduct business with the music industry in Manitoba.  It includes contact 
information for 90 Aboriginal recording artists. 

Liaising Between Industry and the Aboriginal Community  
Throughout the year, the Aboriginal Music Program Coordinator sent regular 
updates and notices about programs and opportunities for Aboriginal recording 
artists and businesses participating in the industry.  Email noti® cations went to 73 

Aboriginal recording artists for AMP Camp applications, award show submissions, 
showcase submissions, Aboriginal compilation CDs, MARIA workshops, the 
Aboriginal Music Roundtable Discussions, and funding deadlines for Manitoba Film 
& Sound and FACTOR.  The Aboriginal Music Program Coordinator further expanded 
on these emails, utilizing the social networks on Myspace.com to send notices and 
draw artists to aboriginalmusic.ca for more information.

On the media side of things, the Aboriginal Music Program Coordinator served 
as a volunteer advisor to SPIRIT Magazine - a national Aboriginal arts and 
entertainment magazine-on issues related to music.  The coordinator also 
provided direction and advice to the Aboriginal Peoples Television Network for 
their music initiatives; the Aboriginal Icon singing contest and the Open Call 2007, 
a music video production opportunity.

Industry Promotion
The Aboriginal Music Program continues to promote careers in the music industry 
to Aboriginal people in Manitoba.  This was accomplished with trade show booths 
at the Northern Aboriginal Festival in the Opaskwayak Cree Nation, the Brandon 
Rotary Career Symposium, the Rotary Career Symposium in Winnipeg and a 
workshop at the Vision Quest Conference.  

The Aboriginal Music Program 
Coordinator played a signi® cant 
role in the launch of the Manito 
Ahbee Festival, serving as 
a member of the Manitoba 
Aboriginal Host Committee and 
contributing technical support 
to the organization as per the 
MARIA in-kind sponsorship of the 
festival.  During the 10 months 
leading up to the event, the 
coordinator developed copy and 

imagery for the Manito Ahbee Festival sponsor package, drafted job descriptions 
for festival employees, managed the tendering process for graphic design 
contract, completed the funding application and support material for the festival's 
submission to the Winnipeg Arts Council, contributed a number of sections to 
the festival's submission to the Winnipeg Partnership Agreement, developed an 
international talent buyer program along with a funding proposal to support the 
initiative, and worked with festival staff to develop their project management 
skills (proposal writing, project management and reporting).  

With the Western Canadian Music Awards in Winnipeg last year, the opportunities 
existed to promote the music industry to the Aboriginal community and showcase 
Aboriginal artist to key players attending the conference.  To accomplish these 
goals, the Aboriginal Music Program Coordinator worked with the Manito Ahbee 
Festival to deliver an Aboriginal nominee showcase.  The marketing for the event 
included radio ads on NCI FM, a direct mail out to First Nations and Aboriginal 
leaders throughout the province, email notices, print ads in the Grassroots News 
and the WCMA program, and the distribution of poster to the of® ces of Aboriginal 
businesses and organizations throughout Winnipeg.  The event proved to be a 
success as the showcase was well attended by the Aboriginal community.

Existing Professional Development Programs
The workshop series this year included Business Basics, The Changing Face of 
Artist Management, Studio Basics, Vocal Workshop, Essential Websites for Your 
Music, Music Publishing, and the Music Managers Forum.  Each workshop was well 
attended, with at least two Aboriginal participants per session.

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To encourage Aboriginal people to attend these events, the Aboriginal Music 
Program Coordinator posted the workshop details on aboriginalmusic.ca, sent 
email reminders and followed up with phone calls.

Targeted Professional Development
The Aboriginal Music Program conducted seven Aboriginal Music Roundtable 
Discussions this year to provide additional opportunities for Aboriginal people to 
learn about industry topics.  The workshops included Funding, Performance Skills, 
Music Biz 101, Working with the Media, Getting Your Song on the Radio, Developing 
an Online Presence, and Music Photography.  Each of the workshops was lead by 
established people in the music industry, including Rob Williams (Winnipeg Free 
Press), Stevie Salas (International recording artist), Dave McLeod (NCI FM), and 
Brandon Friesen (Arbor Records).

Consultations were conducted with Aboriginal recording artists at the MARIA 
of® ce, over the phone and by email.  The demand for one-on-one consultations 
with the Aboriginal Music Program Coordinator has increased with an average of 
5.7 consultations per month in the ® rst quarter, 6 in the second, 8.3 in the third 
and 15 in the fourth.  These consultations cover funding applications, award and 
showcase submissions, ® nding management and other industry professionals, 
registering with SOCAN, and booking gigs, among other topics.

AMP Camp 2007 helped 22 
Aboriginal recording artists 
develop their understanding 
of the music industry along 
with their ability to succeed in 
it.  The regional distribution of 
these artists was: seven from 
Manitoba and 15 from other parts 
of Canada.  The project included 
workshops and panel discussions 
on songwriting, music publishing, 

taxes, performance skills, musicianship, submissions to festival presenters, music 
& chord theory, accessing international markets, and working with producers.  
Vocal coaching and experience working with a trained photographer were also a 
part of the programming.  

The instructors at AMP Camp provided a wealth of knowledge and experience; 
Kinnie Starr, Marty Ballentyne, Heather Bishop, Doug Cox and Sherryl 
Sewepagaham lead the group through professional and artistic development 
workshops for the full week, while Art Napoleon, Joel Martin, Sal Ferreras, Ray 
St. Germain, Billy Joe Green, Curtis Jonnie, Errol Ranville, Vince Fontaine, Scott 
Stephens, Nadya Kwandibens, Brandon Friesen, Dom Lloyd, and Sam Baardman 
joined the group for one or two days of instruction.

The media coverage of AMP Camp 2007 was great and it included four participant 
pro® les on the Aboriginal Peoples Television Network, on-air interviews about 
the project with CBC Radio 2 and CFNR Radio (Terrace, BC), and project pro® les 
in SPIRIT Magazine, SAY Magazine, Native American Times, Redskin Magazine and 
Thundervoice News.  

Marketing & Market Development
The Aboriginal Music Program website continued to be the anchor for all 
marketing initiatives this year.  The site was updated regularly with Aboriginal 
music news, new releases, photo galleries, announcements and live music listings.  
To draw more visitors to the website, the program relied on both manufactured 

and digital promotions. 
The manufactured pieces included 
lanyards and desktop pyramids.  
Both items featured the Aboriginal 
Music Program website address on 
them.  The lanyards were supplied 
to NCI FM for their backstage 
credentials at the NCI Jam, the 
Manito Ahbee Festival for their 
trade show promotions at the 
Gathering of Nations pow wow in 
Albuquerque, New Mexico, SPIRIT 

Magazine for their backstage credentials in Toronto and Ottawa, the West End 
Cultural Centre for their volunteer credentials, and Film Training Manitoba for the 
Manitoba Advanced Film & Television Workshops 2007.  The desktop pyramids were 
given to resource teachers and librarians at secondary schools in Manitoba and 
Ontario.  The main distribution points for these pyramids were the career fairs in 
Brandon, the Opsakwayak Cree Nation, and Winnipeg along with the MARIA trade 
show booth at the Canadian Aboriginal Festival and the Manito Ahbee Festival.

The digital marketing pieces targeted Myspace.com, where signi® cant news items 
were posted as bulletins, blogs and hyperlinked comments on the pro® les of 
Aboriginal recording artists across North America.  Each posting highlighted main 
points and led the artists and anyone visiting their pro® les to aboriginalmusic.ca 
for more information on the topics.

The Aboriginal Music Program received a signi® cant amount of publicity this year, 
receiving a CD review in Native Peoples Magazine for volume 2 of the Manitoba 
Aboriginal Artists compilation CD, and coverage of AMP Camp 2007, which included 
four participant pro® les on the Aboriginal Peoples Television Network, on-air 
interviews about the project with CBC Radio 2 and CFNR Radio (Terrace, BC), and 
project pro® les in SPIRIT Magazine, SAY Magazine, Native American Times, Redskin 
Magazine and Thundervoice News.  

To support Aboriginal artists and industry workers from Manitoba, the Aboriginal 
Music Program also created marketing materials and produced showcases at the 
Manito Ahbee Festival in Winnipeg and the Canadian Aboriginal Festival in Toronto.  

The marketing in Winnipeg included a 
trade show booth and a printed program 
that listed each of the nominees from 
Manitoba for the Aboriginal Peoples Choice 
Music Awards.  The program also listed the 
showcase times for each of the 15 artists for 
the November 4 and 5 performances during 
the Manito Ahbee pow wow at MTS Center.  

MARIA and Manitoba Film & Sound also hosted a pre-awards reception before the 
Aboriginal Peoples Choice Music Awards, acknowledging the accomplishments of 
the Manitoban nominees and providing a forum for networking.  

The marketing at the Canadian Aboriginal Festival included email invitations for 
the showcase, a printed showcase program, and a trade show booth in the Rogers 
Centre during the competition pow wow.  The showcase was held at the Holiday 
Inn on King on November 25 and it featured performances by eight Aboriginal 
artists.
