have been built from the ground up by a single entrepremeaieqiiity?sand strong creative focus, but with less depthoflthsirzess skills. In

order to make it to the next leveleifiaent in the global marketplace and to suppatbleusrowth, music industry entrepreneurstanmlisirtie

able toféectively plan the future of their companies and careers, be competitive in a national and international milieu, ®nance their operation:s
innovativeays be able to operate internationally, and ensuebpimeee of siams to metheir enterprises forward.
